 Minutes
The City of Princeton
Regular City Council Meeting of May 13, 2008

The City Council of the City of Princeton, Texas, met in regular session in the
Council Chamber of City Hall on May 13, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.

The foilowing Councilmembers were present: Mayor Steven Deffibaugh, Mayor Pro
Tempore Billy Combest, Councilmember Rick Wheeler, Councilmember Rocky Lemley,
Councilmember J.M. Caldwell and Councilmember Bruce Beauchamp, The following
Staff Members were present: City Administrator Lee Lawrence, Asst. City Admin/City
Secretary Lesia Thornhill, Deputy City Secretary Tabatha Monk and Chief Barnett.

Mayor Deffibaugh called the City Council Meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Deffibaugh asked Councilmember Caldwell to lead the Council and

audience in the invocation.

Mayor Deffibaugh then asked Councilmember Wheeler to lead the audience in the

Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Deffibaugh then anncunced Citizen Appearance, to which Jeannie Rosbury

and Mark Nicholson spcke.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the Consent Agenda: “Discussion and possible
approval of the City Council meeting minutes of April 22, 2008, “Discussion and
possible approval of the City Council meeting minutes of May 1, 2008". Councilmember
Lemley made a motion to approve. Councimember Caldwell seconded the motion.
The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the first item under the Regular Agenda: (2008-
105) “Consideration and approval of canvassing the Election results for the General
Election held on May 10, 2008". Councilmember Caldwell made a motion to approve.

Councilmember Wheeler seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.



Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the second item under the Reguiar Agenda:
(2008-106) “Installation of three Councilmembers”. Judge Anthony Randall swore in the
three Councilmembers.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the third item under the Regular Agenda: (2008-
107) "Discussion and appointment of a Mayor Pro Tempore”. Councilmember
Beauchamp made a motion to appoint Councilmember Combest. Councilmember
Wheeler seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the fourth item under the Regular Agenda:
(2008-108) "Discussion and possible approval of an Interlocal agreement for
Interjuriscictional Mutual Aid Agreement and authorizing the Mayor to sign”.
Councilmember Wheeler made a motion to approve. Counciimember Beauchamp
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the fifth item under the Reguiar Agenda: (2008-
109) "Discussion and possible approval of an ordinance amending the existing gas
franchise between the city and Atmos Energy”. Councilmember Beauchamp made a
motion to deny the increase. Councilmember Wheeler seconded the motion. The
motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the sixth item under the Reguiar Agenda:
(2008-110) “Discussion and possible approval of a Resolution autherizing designated
signators for the Texas community Development Block Grant Program Contract
727410". Mr. Lawrence explained that this item and the next few following items were
in relation to the Texas Community Development Block Grant Program.
Councilmember Caldwell made a motion to approve. Councilmember Wheeler
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the seventh item under the Regular Agenda:
(2008-111) "Discussion and possible approval of a Resolution establishing rules and

regulations regarding the use of excessive force during nonviolent civil rights



demonstrations, including physically barring entrance to a facility or location which is the
subject of such demonstrations”. Councilmember Beauchamp made a motion to
table this item. Councilmember Wheeler seconded the motion. The motion carried
unanimously.

Maycr Deffibaugh then announced the eighth item under the Regular Agenda:
{(2008-112) “Discussion and possible approval of a Resolution adopting a Local
Opportunity plan relating to utilizing local businesses”. Councilmember Wheeler made
a motion to approve. Mayor Pro Tempore Combest seconded the motion. The
motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the ninth item under the Regular Agenda;
(2008-113) "Discussion and possible approval of a Resolution adopting a Section 504
Grievance Procedure providing for resolution of complaints relating to handicapped
persons who solely by reason of handicap have been excluded from participation in or
denied benefits of any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance”.
Councilmember Caldwell made a motion to approve. Mayor Pro Tempore Combest
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the tenth item under the Regular Agenda:
(2008-114) "Discussion and possible approval of a agreement between the City of
Princeton and the Princeton Youth Sports Association (PYSA) and authorizing the
Mayor to sign™. Mr. Lawrence explained this item to Council. He informed the Council
that the President of the PYSA, Jason West, had agreed to sign the agreement and that
there would be some amendments to the agreement brought back in the near future.
Mayor Pro Tempore Combest made a motion to approve. Councilmember
Beauchamp seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the eleventh item under the Regular Agenda:
{2008-115) "Discussion and possible approval of an ordinance establishing landscape

requirements, requiring permits and landscape plan, and providing general standards



and minimum requirements”. Mr. Lawrence gave a brief explanation of this proposed
ordinance. Councilmember Beauchamp made a motion to approve. Councilmember
Wheeler seconded the motion. Councilmember Caldwell opposed this item. The
motion carried 4-1.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the thirteenth item under the Regular Agenda:
(2008-118) “Status report and discussion regarding Monte Carlo Boulevard
Improvements”. Caleb Thornhill with Freese and Nichols gave a presentation to
Council. No action required.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the fourteenth item under the Regular Agenda:
(2008-117) “Discussion and possible approval of an ordinance authorizing the issuance
of a specific use permit for the installation of a pole sign for Jack in the Box, 200 E.
Princeton Drive, Princeton, Texas”. Councilmember Wheeler made a motion to
approve with a maximum height of 23'. Councilmember Beauchamp seconded the
motion. The motion carried unanimousiy.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the first item under the Report Agenda “Mayor”.

Mayor thanked everyone for their work and support. He thanked Mr. Lemley for his
service on the Council and welcomed Mr. Bowers.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the second item under the Report Agenda
“Council”.

Mayor Pro Tempore Combest welcomed Bowers.

Counciimember Bowers thanked everyone for their vote and he also thanked Mr.
Lemley.

Councilmember Caldwell thanked Mr. Lemley for his service and welcomed Mr.
Bowers.

Councilmember Wheeler thanked Mr. Lemley for his service and welcomed Mr.
Bowers. He also stated his concerns for the intersection of Highway 380 and Monte

Carlo.



Councimember Beauchamp welcomed Mr. Bowers and asked Staff to being before
Council an amendment to the ordinance regarding the Princeton Volunteer Fire
Department.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced the third item under the Report Agenda
“Administrator”.

Mr. Lawrence briefed the Council on the following topics: CIP status report,
recognition of Robert Cody, JA/RC & New Freedom Program grants, Safe Routes to
Schools, Princeton, MA letter and speed limits in Park Trails.

Mayor Deffibaugh announced the Council would be going into Executive Session
citing the following: Section 551.071 (b) “Texas Government Code” Consultation
with City Attorney. Section 551.071 (a) “Texas Government Code” Pending or
Contemplated litigation. Section 552.072 “Texas Government Code” Real
Property. He stated that the Council would be speaking to the City Attorney via
telephone.

Mayor Deffibaugh adjourned into Executive Session at 8:40 p.m.

Mayor Deffibaugh reconvened into Regular Session at 8:56 p.m.

Mayor Deffibaugh then announced “Action pertaining to the Executive Session”.

Councilmember Beauchamp made a maotion for the City Attorney to move forward as

directed. Councilmember Caldwell seconded the motion. The motion carried

unanimously.

Counciimember Caldwell made a motion to adjourn. Counciimember Wheeler
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Deffibaugh adjourned the meeting at 8:57 p.m.
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
